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Warsaw, Poland

DAY 1: DEPARTURE USA / WARSAW
Your pilgrimage begins today when you board 
your flight to Warsaw. Meals and drinks will be 
served on board
DAY 2: ARRIVE IN WARSAW
After arriving in Warsaw, you will meet your tour 
guide and driver, who will shuttle you to your 
hotel. After settling in, we will visit the church 
Saint Stanislaus Kostka Church, where Fr. 
Jerzy Popiełuszko is buried. This Polish priest, 
murdered in 1984, was recognized as a martyr 
by the Catholic Church and beatified on June 6, 
2010. Afterward, we will explore the castle and 
Old Town Market Square before returning to 
our hotel for the evening. Dinner and overnight 
will be at your hotel in Warsaw. 
DAY 3: WARSAW / NIEPOKOLANÓW / 
CZĘSTOCHOWA / AUSCHWISTZ
After breakfast, we start early by traveling to 
Niepokalanów, the home of St. Maximilian 
Kolbe. First, we will visit the church, 
monastery, and museum before we continue 
to Czestochowa to see the Black Madonna, 
also known as the “Queen of Poland.” Next on 
our tour is The Miraculous Icon of Our Lady of 
Czestochowa in the heart of Jasna Góra. Our 
last stop today will be Auschwitz, the historical 
Nazi concentration camp. Dinner and overnight 
accommodations will be at your hotel in 
Czestochowa. 
DAY 4: KRAKÓW / ŁAGIEWNIKI / 
WIELICZKA
We will begin this morning with a tour of 
ancient Kraków, the residence of Polish kings 
for centuries. We will visit Market Square, the 
14th Century University, Wawel Royal Castle, St. 

Mary’s Church, and the Shrine of Sr. Faustina. 
Later this afternoon, we’ll visit the Divine Mercy 
Shrine in Łagiewniki, where Saint Faustina lived. 
Afterward, we will go to the Wieliczka Salt Mine 
to explore the Blessed Kings and St. Anthony of 
the Holy Cross chambers and the spectacular 
cathedral where everything is carved from salt, 
including the gigantic chandeliers. Dinner and 
overnight accommodations will be at your 
hotel in Kraków.
DAY 5: KRAKÓW / WADOWICE / 
BUDAPEST
We begin our day in the town of Wadowice, the 
home of Pope John Paul II. First, we will visit 
the museum next to the church he attended 
as a boy. We’ll then travel south and cross 
the border to Budapest, Hungary. Dinner and 
overnight at your hotel in Budapest.
DAY 6: BUDAPEST
Today’s sightseeing tour of Budapest is filled 
with historical sites. We will visit the 13th-
century Matthias Coronation Church, the 
Citadel on Mount Gellert, The Neo–Gothic 
Parliament, Heroes Square, St. Stephen 
Church, and the Castle Hill area. Dinner and 
overnight accommodations will be at your 
hotel in Budapest.
DAY 7: BUDAPEST / ZAGREB
After breakfast, enjoy the beautiful scenic drive 
to Zagreb. Once we arrive, we will embark on a 
city tour that includes the Cathedral of Zagreb, 
Dolac, and its incredibly well-known farmer’s 
market, located only a few dozen meters from 
the main city square. Dinner and overnight 
accommodations will be at your hotel in 
Zagreb.

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DAY 8: ZAGREB / KARLOVAC / PLITVICE 
LAKES / SPLIT
After breakfast, we will depart for Split, Croatia. 
Our first stop will be Karlovac, where we will visit 
the early Baroque church of the Holy Trinity and its 
Franciscan monastery. Next, we will experience 
one of nature’s most beautiful masterpieces, the 
Plitvice Lakes, where we will have lunch before 
continuing to our hotel in Split for the evening. 
Dinner and overnight at your hotel in Split.
DAY 9: SPLIT / DUBROVNIK
Enjoy a city tour of Split, Croatia’s second-largest 
city. The historic inner city of Split was built 
around the Roman Emperor Diocletian’s Palace, 
a UNESCO World Heritage Site. While exploring, 
you will have the opportunity to see remnants 
of Split’s Roman heritage, such as Jupiter’s 
Temple, the Peristyle of Diocletian’s Palace, and 
the Cathedral of St. Dominus. The Temple of 
Jupiter was built around the third century and 
is dedicated to the god of the sky and the god 
of thunder. Lastly, you will visit the Cathedral of 
St. Dominus, which is encircled by twenty-four 
columns. The oldest monuments in this Holy 
place are those depicting the life of Christ, which 
can be found on the entrance doors of the Church. 
We will celebrate Mass at a local Church before 
continuing to Dubrovnik for dinner and overnight 
accommodations.

DAY 10: DUBROVNIK / MEDJUGORJE
Dubrovnik is famous for its Old Town, enclosed by 
historic walls. Upon arrival, we’ll start a walking 
tour, beginning at St. Blasius Church, dedicated to 
Dubrovnik’s Patron Saint. We’ll visit the Rector’s 
Palace, home to the Museum of Dubrovnik, and 
stroll past the Bell Tower Clock and Orlando’s 
Column. Nearby, you’ll find Sponza Palace, a 
key cultural institution, and the Cathedral of the 
Assumption of the Virgin Mary. We’ll also explore 
the Dominican and Franciscan Monasteries, 
including the Old Pharmacy, one of Europe’s 
oldest, established in 1317. Dinner and overnight 
accommodations await us in Medjugorje.
DAY 11: MEDJUGORJE
We begin today by celebrating Mass and following 
the path up to Apparition Hill, where Our Lady 
first appeared to the visionaries in 1981. This 
evening in Medjugorje, the villagers and pilgrims 
come together to pray the rosary. Each Mass 
includes the Blessing of the Sick and personal 
items. So much of our time in Medjugorje is 
set aside for private devotion. We will have 
plenty of time to explore on our own. Dinner and 
overnight accommodations will be at your hotel 
in Medjugorje. 
DAY 12: MEDJUGORJE / USA
We will transfer to the airport this morning to 
catch our return flight home.
