Then, take a stroll through Ostermalm and maybe pop
into a café for some Swedish fika, a cozy tea or coffee
break. Dinner and overnight in Stockholm.

Today, dive into the heart of Stockholm. Since it's a
walkable city, it’s a great spot to discover on foot. Begin
in the Old Town (Gamla Stan), where you'll see the Royal
Palace, the parliament, ancient churches, and charming
cobblestone streets. After exploring Gamla Stan, hop on
ashort ferry ride to Djurgédrden island, a cultural hotspot
with tons to see. Here’s where you can find the ABBA
Museum, the Nordic Museum, Gréna Lund amusement
park, and the Skansen open-air museum. Dinner and
overnight in Stockholm.

After breakfast, it's time to say goodbye to Stockholm
and head to Copenhagen, the capital of Denmark. You'll
transfer to Stockholm Central Station to catch a train to
Copenhagen. Dinner and overnight in Copenhagen.

Check out royal landmarks like Amalienborg Palace and
Christiansborg Palace.
