DAY 1- ARRIVAL IN MEXICO CITY |
CHURCH OF THE HOLY FAMILY

Arrival at Mexico City International Airport. Meet and
greetyour local guide and transfer to the hotel. In the
afternoon, celebrate Holy Mass at the Church of the
Holy Family, where the remains of Blessed Miguel
Agustin Pro are buried. Blessed Miguel Pro was a
Jesuit priest martyred in 1927 during the religious
persecution in Mexico. His famous witness of faith
and his cry, “Long Live Christ the King!" have made
him a symbol of Christian courage. Welcome dinner
and overnight.

LADY OF GUADALUPE

DAY 2 - METROPOLITAN CATHEDRAL |
SHRINE OF OUR LADY OF GUADALUPE

Visit the Historic Center of Mexico City. Celebration of
Holy Mass at the Metropolitan Cathedral, the largest
and oldest cathedralin the Americas, built during the
16th century on the ruins of the Aztec Templo Mayor,
symbolizing the beginning of evangelization in the
continent. Continue to the Metropolitan Tabernacle
(Sagrario Metropolitano), one of the masterpieces of
Mexican Baroque architecture, and visit the Church
of Santo Domingo, an important Dominican center
associated with the origins of higher education in
the Americas. In the afternoon, visit the Shrine of

Our Lady of Guadalupe, the spiritual heart of Mexico,
where the Blessed Virgin Mary appeared to St. Juan
Diego in 1531, leaving her miraculous image on the
tilma that is still preserved today. Return to the hotel.

DAY 3 - BASILICA OF GUADALUPE |
TULPETLAC | TLAXCALA | PUEBLA

Return tothe Shrine of Guadalupe for the celebration
of Holy Mass. Afterward, visit Tulpetlac, the site of the
fifth apparition of Our Lady of Guadalupe, where
the miraculous healing of Juan Bernardino, St
Juan Diego’s uncle, took place. Depart for Tlaxcala,
considered the cradle of evangelization in Mexico.
Visit the Church and Convent of St. Francis, founded
in 1524, the first Franciscan monastery built in the
Americas. Continue to the Shrine of Our Lady of
Ocotlan, where the Virgin Mary appeared in 1541,
leaving as a sign a miraculous spring of water. Dinner
and overnight in Puebla.

Overnight: Puebla Meals: Breakfast and Dinner

DAY 4 - CHOLULA | PUEBLA

Excursion to Cholula, home to the Great Pyramid, the
largest pyramid in the world by volume, crowned by
the Church of Our Lady of Remedies, built in the 16th
century. Celebrate Holy Mass at the Monastery of
San Gabriel, founded in 1529 and considered one of
the oldest Franciscan monasteries in the Americas.
Return to Puebla and visit the Puebla Cathedral,
a UNESCO World Heritage Site renowned for its
grandeur and Renaissance architecture. Continue
to the Chapel of the Rosary, often called the “Eighth
Wonder of the World" because of its magnificent
gold-covered Baroque decoration. Visit the Church
of St. Francis, where the remains of Blessed Sebastian
de Aparicio, patron saint of travelers and pilgrims,
are enshrined.

DAY 5 - SAN MIGUEL DE ALLENDE |
ATOTONILCO | GUANAJUATO

Depart for San Miguel de Allende, a colonial jewel
designated as a UNESCO World Heritage Site. Visit
the Parish Church of St. Michael the Archangel,
famous for its striking pink-stone Neo-Gothic facade.
Continue to Atotonilco, often called the “Sistine
Chapel of Mexico." Visit the Sanctuary of Jesus
Nazareno, adorned with magnificent 18th-century
frescoes depicting the Passion of Christ. Transfer to
Guanajuato, a historic mining city and birthplace of



Mexico's Independence movement.
Overnight: Guanajuato Meals: Breakfast and Dinner

DAY 6 - SAN JUAN DE LOS LAGOS | ST. TORIBIO
ROMO

Visit San Juan de los Lagos, one of Mexico's most important
Marian shrines, where the miraculous image of Our Lady has been
venerated since the 17th century. If the priest celebrates in Spanish,
Holy Mass will be celebrated at the Basilica of San Juan de los Lagos.
Continue to the Shrine of St. Toribio Romo, a priest and martyr of the
Cristero War, canonized by St. John Paul Il in 2000 and recognized
as the patron and protector of migrants.

Overnight: San Juan de los Lagos / Guanajuato Region

Meals: Breakfast and Dinner

DAY 7 - SAHUAYO | GUADALAJARA | ZAPOPAN (TIME
PERMITTING)

Visit Sahuayo, birthplace of St. José Sanchez del Rio, the 14-year-old
martyr of the Cristero War who was canonized in 2016 as an example

of heroic fidelity to Christ. Transfer to Guadalajara, Mexico's second- BaSIhca of Our Lady of Zapopan
largest city. Enjoy a panoramic tour of the historic center, including Im 'll]
the Metropolitan Cathedral, the Rotunda of lllustrious Jaliscienses, nF o HM \ “mm“h

and the Government Palace. If time permits, visit the Basilica of Our
Lady of Zapopan, an important 18th-century Franciscan Marian
shrine.

Transfer to Guadalajara International Airport for your return
flight home, carrying with you renewed spirit and unforgettable
memories of this inspiring pilgrimage.

YOUR PACKAGE INCLUDES

Air Transportation: Economy class and round-trip airfares are based on the time of
the reservation. Rates and times are subject to change without notice. Airfares, once
issued, are non-refundable, non-transferable, and cannot be used toward future
travel.

Land Transportation: All land transportation as described in the itinerary will be by
Deluxe Motor Coach. Some may be equipped with Wi-Fi service.

Hotels: Your hotels will be first-class with double occupancy (2 people per room with
a private bath). Neither Nativity Pilgrimage nor the trip coordinator is responsible for
providing a roommate.

Meal Plan: The meal plan offers breakfast & dinner daily, unless otherwise stated.
Baggage: Most airlines limit passengers to one (1) piece of checked luggage and
one (1) carry-on. All passengers should check with the airline carriers for up-to-date
baggage weight and dimensions.

Airport Fees: Airport taxes, porterage, fuel surcharges and security fees

Medical Insurance: Medical coverage for the duration of your trip.

We wiill provide you
with the best possible price and flight schedule in order to connect with the group.
Additional fees and charges may apply.

Land-Only Option: If you would like to book your own air travel, indicate on your
registration form that you want the “Land Only” option. This amount equals the
total tour price minus $800 for all destinations except Mexico, which is minus $350.
By booking your own air, you may select your seat, airline, and travel schedule,
use airline miles/points, provide airline reward program information, and make any
special requests directly with the airline. No changes can be made after the final
payment deadline. Land-only services begin and end at the hotels unless you are
able to meet the group at the airport. Land-only travelers are responsible for their
own airport transfers.

IMPORTANT POLICIES

The airline selects seat assignments for group air, not the tour operator. Seat
upgrades are available for registered travelers, by request. Quoted rates for an
upgrade are subject to change until payment is received. Some upgrades are not
available until the group tickets are issued.

Single Room: Tour price is based on double occupancy. If you'd like a single room,
there is an additional cost per person as specified on the registration form. Single
rooms are limited and will be assigned on a first-come, first-served basis.

Seat Upgrades: Once Nativity Pilgrimage receives an upgrade or seat location
request, we will contact the airlines to finalize your request. We cannot guarantee
the acceptance of this request as it is subject to availability and pricing (which
changes daily).

BOOKING CONDITIONS

Deposit: A non-refundable deposit of $300.00 per person is required at the time
of booking.

Payment Deadline: Full payment is due (7/02/2027) 100 days before departure.
Late registrations received after the deadline require an additional $100 (subject
to availability). If payment is not made in full 50 days prior to departure, your
payments are non-refundable.
